Interlibrary Loan Policy


Through the OCLC WorldCat Navigator and the Texas State Library, we offer interlibrary (between library systems) loan access to books and photocopies of journal (magazine) articles; however, we do not lend DVD’s, audiovisuals, audiobooks or physical magazines.


Our lending policy includes the following requirements and responsibilities to request a loan from another participating library:     

· The patron must have a current library card and be in good standing (no fines) with our library.  Patrons who owe fines or have overdue items may not request ILL materials until their account is cleared.

· There will be a charge of $3.50 per book to cover mailing costs.

· Books not returned by the due date may be subject to an overdue fine not to exceed a total of $10.00.

· Lost or damaged books must be paid for and the amount will be determined by the lending library.

· If renewals of materials are allowed by the lending library, the patron must notify us no later than the day before the item is due that they wish to request a renewal.

·  If a patron borrows a book or books from another library, that patron has seven (7) days from the date of notification in which to pick up the book(s), or the items will be returned to the lending library at the patron’s expense.
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
